The Upper Lachlan Shire Council plans to demolish Collector’s 130 year old timber bridge and replace it with a low level concrete culvert.
The existing bridge is a light footprint across Collector Creek and has been effective in controlling flooding over the years.
Collector Creek has a fragile ecosystem which the existing bridge has preserved. The creek is part of a unique chain of ponds system which eventually feeds into Lake George.
This culvert will effectively dam the creek and reduce the clearance from 43m to 7.5m. Council plans to insert a concrete ballast across the creek which will be left in place for three months to settle. This is an assault on our creek.
