Dear Mr Newham,
For your information, | am saving a copy of tis email on the wv CollectorVoice com website. | il also publish your reply to the website, unless you object, of course.
I have a few matters regarding Collector Creek to query please.

Firstly, | have not received a reply since my most recent email - again asking for direction on our emergency exit in the instance of a flood. As mentioned in two prior emals, if the proposed culvert is to be lower than
the current bridge, the residents of the two houses on the north side of the creek may not be able to evacuate during floods, s the road to the north becomes impassible for our car (due to depth and current)

In addition, are you aware that my our property boundary extends halfway into the creek and close to the present bridge (as does our neighbours on the ather side)?
Therefore, will you be widening the proposed culvert area on the other side, and how will you be doing the in-creek earth-works? It would be good to be kept in the loop on these matters please, considering that
planning is meant to include resident communication?

Also keeping this in mind, are you able to advise us about what brought about the change in culvert size? | assume it was the DP! (Fisheries), as mentioned in the press and Council meeting, but not to the residents
directly.Is it possible to see Council's Fisheries Permit (under Part 7) application please? Or would we need to GIPA (FOI) t? If so, will Council be requiring a further 52002 Will the group of residents that paid for an
FOI from Council be receiving our original $200 deposit back now that we have only received digital documents?

Were council (and Laterals) aware that there is an Endangered Ecological Community (EEC) only 500 metres away from the Collector Bridge site?

From the Collected Ideas website (rtto://wwny collector net au/bushrangers-resenve/): "The Bushrangers Reserve encompasses an area of high-value remnant Natural Temperate Grassland of the Souther Tablelands
of NSW and the Australian Capital Teritory which has an Environmental Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1399 (Cth) listing status of being an endangered ecological community.”

It was not mentioned in the Laterals Environmental Assessment. which appears to have been done on a 125 metre radius. It seems a ltle strange that an area of such registered significance was seemingly missed
in the overall environmental impact assessment.
